e Flexibility and Commitment
o  While there does need to be a certain level of commitment to participate in the Spring
2026 Season, DG Elite is flexible and accommodating to every schedule. We encourage
participation in a variety of sports. Due to these conflicts, we offer alternative solutions if it
works better for your schedule, such as...
m 1-2x weekly practices instead of 2-3x weekly practices
m Potential opportunities to play with other teams if a specific weekend for your
son’s assigned team does not work. While we strive to get each player in a
minimum of 4 tournaments during the Spring Season, there does need to be
some flexibility on the players end as well. If your son's priority is basketball,
there is an opportunity they can play in as many as 6+ tournaments if other
teams are short one weekend.
o  We strive for ultimate flexibility and to provide solutions for every kid's schedule, as long
as both sides are in communication and on the same page beforehand.
